Automatic Operation

The tester automatically turns on when you make short together for the two test probed
or place the probed across a complete circuit,

When tumed on, the tester powers up in continuity mode. If a dc or ac voltage greater
than about 4.0V is present across the inputs, the tester switches 10 dc or ac voltage
mode.

The tester automatically shuts down afier approx. 4 minutes of inactivity
